The heaven-sent
play opened off Broadway
in 1982 to rave reviews and
toured Australia but hasn't
been back for almost two
decades.

Catholic School Girls
turns its back on the
progressive world of nuns
today and transports back
to the conservative 1960s.

“This is a play about the
complex shift from
childhood to adolescence,”
director Kingston Anderson
says. “Catholic School Girls
reminds us of the [ragility
of voung minds and casts
a spotlight on the deeply
important role of those
charged with looking
after them.”

The core cast of
characters includes

Elizabeth, a thinker who
undergoes a spiritual crisis,
Colleen —a trouble maker,
Maria Therese, a timid
misfit and Wanda the
teacher’s pet. Stepping into
these roles are actresses
Lucinda Armour, Helen
O'Connoer, Kim Lewis and
Rhonda Doyle.

Set in the political and
social pressure-cooker
environment of the 1960s,
the play explores religious
doctrine on impressionable
voung minds in light of
events such as the first
astronaut on the moon, the
pill, protest marches and

women's liberation.
